The Occupational Studies qualifications have been designed to
provide a more ‘hands-on” approach to learning. They focus on a
particular kind of knowledge, understanding and skills providing the
potential for learning in an important ‘out-of-school” context. Pupils
may take single awards over one or two years.

At Level 1, single award (2 units) equates to 1 GCSE at Grade D-G,
At Level 2 single award (2 units) equates to 1 GCSE at Grade A*-C,
Pupils will gain a basic insight into the trade or vocation of interest
to gauge their potential skills for future career options. This allows
them to progress to competence-based training programmes, such
as NVQs, at post-16 study, following this foundation course.

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Level 2 Diploma in Health & Social Care

This course provides a valuable insight into the skills and knowledge
needed for a career in health and social care, and will enable you to
gain a qualification equivalent to 4 GCSEs.

If you choose this course you will work towards gaining a foundation
qualification equal to 2 GCSEs. The practical nature of the course will

allow you to enhance your own skills and understanding of the role IT

plays in the modern workplace. On completion you may choose to
progress to the Level 2 Diploma level qualification.

Level 2 Diploma for ICT Practitioners
This qualification is designed to provide you with specialist work-

related experience which provides the knowledge, understanding and

skills necessary to competently complete basic ICT tasks.
Examples of the units of study offered are:

* Using ICT to Present Information

* Introduction to Computer Systems
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You will work towards gaining a foundation qualification equal to 4
GCSEs. The practical course introduces you to computer systems and
gives you an insight into careers involving information technology.
Once you have completed the course you will be well-equipped to
progress into a full-time course — for example the Level 3 Diploma /
Extended Diploma for IT Practitioners or the Computer Rendered
Entertainment & Animated Media programme.

Level 2 Extended Certificate in Media
This one year course, on successful completion, will give you the
equivalent of 2 GCSEs. The four modules covered are very practical
in nature, providing you with a taster of what it is like to work in the
audio visual industries, and during the course you will have the
opportunity to work in the industry standard media facilities in our
Northland Building.
The modules covered include
¢ Research for Media Production (Unit 1)
e Communication Techniques for Creative Media Production

(Unit 2)
e Video Production (Unit 5)
* Photography Techniques (Unit 9)
There are no end-of-year examinations. All your work undertaken as
part of the course is continually assessed throughout the year, and
then externally verified. When achieved, this qualification will enable
you to progress to the Level 2 Diploma in Creative Media at the
College.

The GCE in Leisure Studies is a vocational A level which is studied
over two years.

If you are interested in further study in leisure and sport courses after
GCSE level, the course will provide you with an insight into the
subjects covered and employment opportunities in this growing
industry. During the course, three units are studied at AS-Level and
three units are studied at A2-level.

The A2 units build on the knowledge gained from the AS units and
you will be provided with the opportunity to apply the theoretical
knowledge to a practical setting. For example, in Unit 4, students are
assessed by organising and running a leisure-related event. The two-
year course is assessed through course work for four units and two
external examinations (two course work and one exam per year).

Edexcel National Units for IT Practitioners

The selection of units offered aim to introduce students at A Level
stage to software engineering and computing skills that are highly
sought after by industry. Units of study are available in a wide range
of areas some of which are:

The units provide an insight into the software
engineering/development and computing industry, preparing
participants for employment opportunities or for progression to
higher level courses in the field.

Personal Development

Cisco CCNA Discovery 1

The Cisco CCNA® Discovery course is a professional qualification
related to the Cisco systems. It provides networking knowledge,
practical experience, opportunities for career exploration, and soft-
skills development to help students prepare for entry-level careers in
IT and networking.

The structure of the course offers a hands-on approach to learning,
and uses interactive tools and easy-to-follow workshops to help
students learn the general theory needed to build networks. CCNA
Discovery includes ‘E-Doing” — highly interactive activities that
encourage learning and improve the knowledge students gain from
the course. “E-doing” involves rich multimedia, including Flash-based
activities, videos, and interactive quizzes that provide a rich learning
experience.

Students who enrol in the CCNA Discovery are not expected to have

any previous technical skills or knowledge, aside from basic PC skills.
On completion participants may choose to undertake the Discovery 2

programme.
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Level 3 Diploma in Construction

This programme will introduce you to the wide variety of
opportunities within the construction industry, through practical
sessions and supporting knowledge. Students attend for two years
to achieve the Level 3 Diploma qualification, which is equivalent to 1
A Level. This suits those studying two or three further A levels in
school, and as such is accepted by local universities as suitable
entry for degree level programmes. Units covered by the course
include:

e Construction & the Environment

e Technology & Design

e Planning organisation & construction resources

e Surveying processes

For students who are considering construction related courses at
HND or degree level, including architecture, civil engineering,
building/quantity surveying or property investment, the Level 3
Diploma provides the ideal foundation programme.

Equipping you with an insight into the industry combined with
significant experience and skills, you will be well prepared for
further study in this industry.
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Level 3 Diploma in Engineering

The Level 3 Diploma is a Vocational A Level and is suitable for any
sixt form student who wishes to progress to a Higher Education
course in Engineering or who wishes to follow a career in Technology.

The Award is graded as Pass, Merit or Distinction and has a
recognised equivalence of one A Level. The UCAS points and A Level
equivalent are:

Award Grade A Level UCAS Points

Merit C 80

Distinction A 120
